To attach tank handle, align cutout slots on handhe with vertical tabs &t tank shoulder, push in and poll up on handla.

NOTE: Mever use tools to tighten connection nuts,
Remaove purmp assembly by engaging pump handle betwaen lugs to tum cap off and on.
Mix spray solution in separate receptacle, follewing direclions on spray sclution container
Strain salution through fine cheesectolh or household strainar io remowve paricles that could clog nozzle.
U=a any amount of iguid up o the maximoem Gallens/Liters line printed on the tank. DO NOT fill beyond this lina.
Aeplace pump and cap assembly and tighten sacuraly.
if sprayer has been stored, manually cperate pressure refiel valva by pulling knob ool and pushing back in ully several limes,
Prassurize tank by pumping approximately 15-25 timas (dapending upon amount of Bgud osaed). * If a hissing sound throwgh pressura
radiaf vahve is defected, sprayer is overpressurized. Quit pumping. Leave tank on a level surface until hissing stops. * As tank bacomes
prassurized, the knob of the pressura relief valve and gage will axtend exposing a color band, This band Indicates the meximum sprayer
pressure operating range. [See Figures 1 and 2 on next page.)

HOW TO USE YOUR SPRAYER
Adjust nozzle cap, Tighten cag lor fing spray of loosen far coarser spray or solid stream. WARNING: Loosening cap too far will result
in cap flying off, allowing spray material 1o spray back at you.
Pump accasionally o maintain tank prassure and desired spray pattern. Pump when colar band no longer shows.
The extension rod can be rotated 380°, uming counter-clockwise with extension rod pointed away from you,
Attach extension rod to handle by pushing it into the o clips provided.
Sprayer should only be cared by tank handle, pump handls, or strap (if provided). Never carry tank by the hose or discharge rod.




- CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE INSTRUCTIONS

MNOTE: A smail amount of care will repay you in long life and efficient operation.

1. RELEASE AIR PRESSURE by pulling knob of pressure relief valve. Pull out fully and
aliow all air to escape [See Figure 3).

2. Loosen cap slowly Remove pump and cap assembly. Pour out any remaining spray solution
and rinse all parts thoroughly with clean water.

3. Leaving a small amount of clean water in tank, pressurize and flush discharge equipment
by depressing trigger approximately 30 seconds.

4, RELEASE AIR PRESSURE by pulling knob of pressure relief valve; remove cap and
pump assembly Rinse tank again and empty water.

5. To clean nozzle cap, refer to nozzle maintenance section.

6. Pull pressure relief valve knob out fully and rotate 90° to safety lock position. Tank cannot
be pressurized with valve in this position.

7. Always store tank empty and with tank cap loose. upside down

8. Apply approximately 10 drops of 20 weight or heavier motor il in oil hole provided at top of
tank cap before each growing season use and periodically there after.

9. if trigger is sluggish, remove extension rod assembly, depress trigger and apply 5 drops of oil
in end of valve head.
